Relevant teachers gave a positive
report on their students’ progress in
the use of the English language. In
short, S4 and S5 students either
showed an overall improvement or
were able to maintain their standard.

As for the S6 classes, participants
were ‘marginal’ students with the
potential of achieving a level 2. The
students were divided into two
groups, better and weaker. 91% of
the stronger group passed the DSE
English exam, with one student
achieving a level 3, while 73% of
the second group managed to secure
a pass.




Feedback from students was
generally positive. They found the
course materials relevant and useful,
and tutors were able to cater to their
needs.
