The majority of the participants of the remedial
classes were weak in English. The passing rates
of the remedial classes are as follows.

Form Passing rate
F.2 51%
F.3 32%
F.4 70%
F.5 38%

As for the DSE classes, some participants were
fairly weak in English and there were a few
‘marginal’ students with the potential of
achieving a level 2. 60% of students managed
to secure a pass in the DSE English exam.

Relevant teachers gave a positive report on
their students’ progress in the use of the
English language. In short, students either
showed an overall improvement or were able to
maintain their standard. Feedback from
students was generally positive. They found the
course materials relevant, suitable and useful,
and tutors were friendly and were able to cater
for their needs.
